During the 1940s, 1950s, and 1960s, work was performed During the 1940s, 1950s, and 1960s, work was performed 
at sites throughout the United States as part of the nation's at sites throughout the United States as part of the nation's 
early atomic energy program. Some sites' activities can be early atomic energy program. Some sites' activities can be 
traced back as far as World War II and the Manhattan traced back as far as World War II and the Manhattan 
Engineer District (MED).  Engineer District (MED).  

Most sites that became contaminated during the early Most sites that became contaminated during the early 
atomic energy program were cleaned up under the atomic energy program were cleaned up under the 
guidelines in effect at the time.   In most cases those cleanup guidelines in effect at the time.   In most cases those cleanup 
guidelines were not as strict as today's and trace amounts of guidelines were not as strict as today's and trace amounts of 
radioactive materials remain at some of the sites. radioactive materials remain at some of the sites.

In support of MED activities, DuPont worked on In support of MED activities, DuPont worked on 
developing a process for converting uranium oxide to developing a process for converting uranium oxide to 
produce uranium tetraproduce uranium tetra--fluoride and small quantities of fluoride and small quantities of 
uranium metal.uranium metal.
