AUTHORITY': Section 205, Flood Control Act of 1948, as amended.

DESCRIPTION: Local officials have expressed concernsover tidal flooding along Salem Creek at
theend of East Pittsfield Avenue and several other low-lying areas of the Township. Structural and
non-structural alternativeswill be evaluated, however thetidal nature of theflooding likely limitsthe
effectiveness of traditional structural flood damage alternatives, designed to alter flood flow such as
levees, floodwalls, channel improvements, aternate channel alignments, and detention basins. Non-
structural alternatives that include various flood-proofing techniques to reduce or prevent flood
damages appear to be the moreimplementable aternative. Coordinationwiththe USF&WS, the NJ
Division of Fish & Wildlife and the DuPont Company regarding removing phragmities to restore
wetlandsareas and fresh water flowsin Salem Creek to reduce sedimentationand street end flooding
from inadequate drainage during low tide is also being done.

FY 08 funds were used to
continue the feasibility study
