1.  The site is 146.25 acres in size, primarily agricultural lands with a small area of forest near the western boundary.  The wetland is 
located within this forest.  A small man-made ditch near the southern portion of the wetland was examined as a potential conection to 
other waters of the U.S.  It was observed that the ditch terminated at Irish Hill Road, approximately 1000 feet south of the wetland.   

 The ditch does not connect to any other waters of the United States.  
 
 2.  The wetlands are non-navigable, intrastate, isolated wetlands. 

 
3.  The wetlands are small, closed in nature, and have insufficient hydrology to support navigation.  There is no evidence that the 
wetlands are or could be used for interstate or foreign commercial purposes.
