This letter is regarding your request for verification of a delineation of waters and
wetlands performed on your behalf by Valley Environmental Services, Inc. The project area is
located immediately southeast of the intersection of Reid Lane & Robert Drive, Upper Macungie
Township, Lehigh County, Pennsylvania.

The plans identified on the following page depict the extent of Federal jurisdiction on the
subject property. The basis of our determination of jurisdiction is also provided (Enclosure 1).

Pursuant to Section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act and Section 404 of the Clean Water
Act, a Department of the Army permit is required for work or structures in navigable waters of
the United States and the discharge of dredged or fill material into waters of the United States
including adjacent and isolated wetlands. Any proposal to perform the above activities within
the area of Federal jurisdiction requires the prior approval of this office.

The delineation included herein has been conducted to identify the location and extent of the
aquatic resource boundaries and/or the jurisdictional status of aquatic resources for purposes of
the Clean Water Act for the particular site identified in this request. This delineation and/or
jurisdictional determination may not be valid for the Wetland Conservation Provisions of the
Food Security Act of 1985, as amended. If you or your tenant are USDA program participants, or
anticipate participation in USDA programs, you should discuss the applicability of a certified
wetland determination with the local USDA service center, prior to starting work.

This letter is valid for a period of five (5) years. This jurisdictional determination is issued in
accordance with current Federal regulations and is based upon the existing site conditions and
information provided by you in your application. This office reserves the right to reevaluate and
modify the jurisdictional determination at any time should the existing site conditions or Federal
regulations change, or should the information provided by you prove to be false, incomplete or
inaccurate.



This letter contains an approved jurisdictional determination for your subject site. If you
object to this determination, you may request an administrative appeal under Corps regulations at
33 CFR 331.

B. Typical year assessment(s): The Antecedent Precipitation Tool was used to determine hydrologic site
conditions. The analysis resulted in a Condition Value of 14, which is considered Normal. Therefore,
Normal Conditions existed at the time of the site visit.

C. Additional comments to support AJD: A field visit on September 22, 2020 confirmed that the wetland
has no surface hydrological connection to an (a)(1) — (a)(4) water. Wetland hydrology is driven by surface
water runoff from the surrounding area.

4 Some excluded waters, such as (b)(2) and (b)(4), may not be specifically identified on the AJD form unless a requestor specifically asks a Corps district
to do so.
